I. Themes of Entries
With a focus on Tianjin’s “Ten Actions” for high-quality development and the four pillars of “Good Deeds, Good Results”, the AI painting competition will center on showcasing Tianjin through the lens of foreigners. Themes will revolve around the city’s evolving urban and rural landscape, advancements in science and education, synergies between port, industry, and urban development, environmental sustainability, and the citizens’ quality of life.
II. Eligible Participants
Foreign friends from all sectors of society are invited to enter the competition.
III. Tools and Applications
“iFlytek Spark”, “Wenxin Yige” and other AI creation apps
IV. Requirements for Entries
1. Each participant may submit up to 3 artworks and must specify the AI application used for creation.
2. Entries must be exclusively AI-generated and may undergo aesthetic enhancements without altering the original theme’s expression.
3. Entries shall conform to the themes of the competition, while not contradicting laws and regulations, and containing advertisements. Plagiarism is strictly prohibited. In case of disputes over intellectual property rights, reputation, privacy, portrait rights, etc., the contributor will be disqualified and bear all legal responsibilities.
4. The hosting organizations have the right to use the award-winning works (for public welfare exhibitions, printed publicity materials, and publicity and promotion activities, and so on), including making necessary modifications in the using process.
V. Submission Method
1. The electronic version of the entries must be sent in JPEG format to the designated email address (1252719473@qq.com) of the competition.
2. Participants should fill in a registration form (see attachment), which includes the author’s name, nationality, working unit, occupation, contact information, title of the entry, when it was created, and the application used. The electronic version of the scanned copy of the participant’s personal identity certificate (or passport, etc.) should be attached;
3. An entry should be accompanied by an introduction within 100 Chinese characters or English words, which should briefly introduce the entry’s theme, content, implied meaning, and the story behind;
4. Deadline for submission: October 31, 2024
5. This competition is a public service activity; no entry or judging fees will be charged, and no entry will be returned.
VI. Selection of Entries
The hosting organizations and undertakers of the competition will organize professionals to form an expert review team, which will pick out the best ones that meet the award-winning requirements of this competition through several rounds of selection according to the principle of “openness, impartiality, and fairness”. The winners will receive corresponding prizes and honorary certificates, and the award-winning works will be displayed collectively. For outstanding organization units, the hosting organizations will issue the “Outstanding Organization Award” honorary certificates.
